· Cost: Initial training: $180 per student. Refresher Training $125 per student.  Group discounts available.

· As of April 22, 2010, renovations conducted for compensation, must be performed by Certified Firms using Certified Renovators and lead safe work practices. Firms may begin applying for certification this October. Accredited training is required for one to become a Certified Renovator.

· EPA’s Renovation, Repair and Painting (RRP) Final Rule (40 CFR 745) applies to pre-1978 housing or child occupied facilities (includes elementary schools, pre-K, day care and other facilities.) 
· Firms that wish to work in pre-1978 homes and child-occupied facilities must apply to EPA and pay a fee ($300) in order to become certified (renewable every 5 years). 

· Certified renovators who have taken our training also meet HUD’s training requirements.

· Once an individual has successfully completed a Certified Renovator Course, delivered by an EPA-accredited training provider *, he becomes an EPA Certified Renovator. A refresher course is needed every 5 years to maintain certification. 

· One of the two courses below are needed for individuals to become Certified Renovators. Except on HUD jobs, only one Certified Renovator is needed per job site. The Certified Renovator can train all the other workers on the job site. 

· 8 hour Initial RRP Course: This course includes lecture, demonstrations and hands-on. Topics include: Background information, Regulations, How to use EPA Recognized test kits, Setup, During work activities, Cleaning and checking your work, Recordkeeping and Training Non-Certified Renovation Workers.  Our first offering will be Friday, September 25 from 8AM-5PM.

· 4 hour Refresher RRP Course: Those who have taken lead abatement supervisor, HUD Lead Safe and certain other courses may become Certified Renovators by taking this refresher. 

· Our first offering will be Monday, October 5 from 8AM-Noon.
· Requirements for Certificate Award: A course certificate will be awarded to those who successfully complete the course. Attendance of the entire class, demonstrating successful completion of hands-on activities and passing an exam are required.

EPA Lead Renovator, Repair And Painting (RRP) Training (NEW)

Questions We Received

A number of contractors asked these questions after our first transmission of this notice: 

What type of contractor needs this training and which firms need to be certified?

As of April 22, 2010:  Any contractor who does renovation, repair or painting for compensation in pre-1978 housing or in pre-1978 elementary schools, day cares, pre-schools and any other facility where a child under 6 spends 60 hours per year, if the work will disturb 6 sq ft of painted surface in any room or 20 sq ft of exterior paint, or does any window replacement or any demolition must comply.

Following are examples of contractors who are likely to be affected by the RRP Rule::

· Painters

· Demolition

· Alteration, Remodeling and Renovation

· Window and Siding Replacement

· Restoration Contractors such as Mold Remediation and Fire and Water Damage Restoration.

· Abrasive blasting

· General contractors

· Flooring contractors (old floors may have leaded paint, varnish or shellac)

· Maintenance companies and maintenance departments

· Lead or Asbestos contractors who separately do renovation, painting and repair work.

· Landlords or their employees

· Property Managers

· Weatherization

What is not Covered by the RRP Rule?

· Lead Abatement Projects 

· Work where lead paint is proven to be absent from affected components

· Renovation by homeowners in their own homes

· Work disturbing less than 6 sq ft of paint in an interior room or less than 20 sq ft exterior paint

Are there provisions of the RRP Rule Already in Effect that can affect contractors?

Yes: Already in effect as of December 22, 2008: Contractors doing renovation in the above facilities must give the tenant/owner the new EPA Pamphlet.

Questions We Received (cont)

When must the Certified Renovator be at the site when the un-certified workers (trained by the certified renovator) are at the site?
The RRP Rule: Certified Renovator Responsibilities Items bold underlined require him to be on site.
• Perform work and direct lead-safe work practices.

• Provide on-the-job training to non-certified workers.

• Keep a copy of the initial and/or refresher training certificates

onsite.

• Use EPA-recognized test kits to identify lead-based paint. He has to be on site to do the lead paint check.

• Be physically present while posting signs, containing work

areas, and cleaning work areas.

• Be available by telephone when off-site.

• Maintain the containment to keep dust and debris within the

work area.

• Implement the cleaning verification procedure.

• Prepare and maintain required records.
